Art & Craft Activity Ideas

1.  Construct a mobile representing the book.

2.  Do colored portraits of the main characters (minimum 3). 

3.  Make a picture collage representing your book.

4.  Make puppets of the main characters (minimum 3).

5.  Do a 3-D sculpture or diorama
Writing Activities Ideas
1. Write a poem based on the book (15 - 20 line minimum).

2. Write a letter to the author or a main character - be very specific.

3. Make a newspaper, which presents elements from the book.

4. Write a chapter, which tells what happened before or after the book.

5.  Make a timeline of events with written explanations of the story (15 - 20 minimum).

Drama & Music Activities Ideas

1. Produce a puppet show of a scene from the book (3-5 mins.)

2. Videotape or perform live a dramatized scene from the book.

3. Perform a scene with one person taking all the parts, must have a written script

4. Write a song, which tells about the book.

5. Make a newscast (live, video, or audio tape recorded) in which the main characters are            

      interviewed.

Garbage Pail Activity

1. Ten items in a bag, box, garbage pail, sack, covered container, etc., that tells or describes what the book is about.

Impersonation

1. Students will dress up like the person they read about.  They will be giving their report as if they were the person, in first person.  Example:  If I did my report on George Washington, I would say, “Good morning, my name is George Washington.  I was the first president of the United States.” 

Students will need at least 10 important facts about the person they read about.  

Recipe Activity

1. Recipe for a Good Story Book Report Assignment


A good writer and a good chef are very much alike.  One creates super stories, while the other conjures up delectable dishes.  The way they do this is basically the same.  There are certain steps each must follow to arrive at his PIECE DE RESISTANCE.

For this project you will:

1. Write the recipe for your book.  Be sure to include all of the necessary “ingredients” and to follow the format for writing recipes.  An example is on the back of this sheet.

2. Give the recipe your own special style or flavor

4. Make sure you prepare a one to two minute oral presentation on how to make the recipe and why you included those ingredients.

5. Have fun with this assignment!  Dress up as a chef the day you present the report

6. You may also watch some of those cooking shows on T.V.  to help give you some ideas of how to present your oral report.

8. The book you do the report on must be in the assigned category, have at least 100 pgs and be on your reading level.

Fold Flap Booklet

1. The project is a fold flap booklet.  This is the following criteria for each page of the book.

Front cover-book title, name of student

2nd page- author’s name & three facts about the author
3rd page- 3 facts about the setting

4th page-describe 3 main characters from the book

5th page-describe 5 important events in the book

6th page-illustrate & describe your favorite scene from the book

7th page-what you liked and what you would change
8th page-Five real life facts about animal from the book.
